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Suitability – Years 3 - 6 
 
In many ways the difficulties of home life during W orld War II 
have been blurred over the years. ‘Life on the Home  Front’ is 
intended to bring  to the fore some of the hardship s and anguish 
that those who lived through this period suffered o n a daily 
basis. The sound of the air raid siren, the scurry to the air raid 
shelter, the bomb damage, the roar of  engines over head, 
rationing and the grim truth behind the knock at th e door by the 
telegraph boy!  
 
Evacuate your class to the National Trust owned Dudmaston estate 
near Bridgnorth and discover what home life was really like. Unlike 
‘Dig for Victory’, our other event in partnership with the National Trust, 
‘Life on the Home Front’ takes place at Big Mose Base Camp, just a 
short journey from the main estate grounds. 
 
Arrive in good time for your evacuation train to Hampton Loade. Come 
dressed for the occasion complete with gasmask box, identity card 
and identification label. Bring your mock gasmask and your lunch 
rations! Then it’s off by steam train to Hampton Loade. After leaving 
the train here your party will take a short walk down to the Severn 
where a foot ferry will take you across to the east bank. Your coach 
will have relocated here, while you were on the train, for transfer to 
Big Mose Base Camp. 
  
At Big Mose the children will meet other characters, become involved 
in role play and spend some time in a replica air raid shelter. 
 
In addition to NT staff at Big Mose, the Severn Valley Railway  
provides an Education Service guide who will accompany your party 
and co-ordinate the various elements for you. 
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WHAT’S INCLUDED  
 

Your train journey in reserved seats, usually by vi ntage steam 
train, to Hampton Loade, ferry crossing, services o f a guide from 
the SVR, (who will accompany you throughout the vis it), and 
National Trust staff at Big Mose Base Camp. Replica  gasmask 
boxes, identity cards and blank identification labe ls are also 
provided.
