The bustling Georgian town of Bewdley has long been a favourite
for visitors of all ages with its collection of del ightful buildings,
secret pathways, alleys and tranquil gardens in une  xpected
locations.

‘Town Trail - Bewdley’ is an opportunity for school parties to explore the
history of this ancient river crossing, learn about some of its fine
buildings, industrial past and how the town copes with the large number
of visitors arriving by coach, car, bicycle and, of course, the train.
Bewdley is an excellent venue for the study of a ‘contrasting location’.

You will be welcomed at Kidderminster by our Education Service guide
who will accompany your group throughout the day. After your journey,
by heritage steam train to Bewdley, you will be escorted via Thomas
Telford’s fine bridge spanning the River Severn to the town museum.
Here, following an illustrated presentation to show the development of
the town’s architectural styles from timber frame to Georgian elegance,
pupils will have the opportunity to learn about traditional building
techniques through demonstrations of brick making, wattle and daub
and the use of carpenters’ marks and pegged timber joints. Other
related building artefacts will also be on display for the children to
handle and investigate.

After lunch, in the adjacent Jubilee Gardens, or the museum education
room if the weather is unkind, our teacher will lead a fascinating eye-spy
style town trail which will build upon the museum’s morning session.

If time permits, and by prior arrangement, it is possible to include visits
to the town quay - to learn about river flooding and the new flood
defences and/or the 17th century Quaker (Friends) Meeting House.

At the end of the visit your group will return to Bewdley station for the
train journey back to Kidderminster.
