Visitor & Education Centre at Highley - The Engine House.

Come prepared for the day, in appropriate dress for the 1940s period,
ready for your evacuation train which will take you into the heart of the
Shropshire countryside. At Highley station you will be met by an
Education Service guide.

On arrival your group will be taken on a guided tour of The Engine
House where children will have the opportunity to see heritage steam
locomotives, used in wartime, and other exhibits at close quarters.

If the weather is fine, lunch will be taken in the grounds of the Visitor
Centre; otherwise, an indoor eating area will be provided. A railway
themed play area is available for supervised children up to Year 6.

The classroom session will take place after lunch. Using discussion,
sound effects, costume, artefacts and role play, the children will
experience a variety of wartime situations and have the opportunity to
handle appropriate 1940s artefacts.

Our guide will remain with you throughout the event delivering the
classroom session, information and support as required.

A souvenir gift-shop and café restaurant are also available at The
Engine House if required.

At the end of the visit your group will return by train to your departure
station.
